2. Staff Report –
CRA and Project Update:
Alcorn Property – Staff gave an update on the project.
Cotton Club – Chairman Filer stated that she has many new photos to show of the stabilization and the new roof on the building.  They are short of funding in the amount of $700K and a capital fundraising campaign is underway. The Juneteenth celebration was a success.
The Renaissance Lights on University from Waldo to SE 15th Street – The Renaissance poles are being installed on E. University Avenue adjacent to the concrete poles that will be removed once the 6ft arms have arrived form the vendor.  DOT was requiring additional foot-candles for the roadway, which resulted in ordering longer arms for the Renaissance lights. The longer 6ft arms for the lights are on order. The project has begun. Photos have been included as backup. 

Exterior Paint Program – Item to be presented to the CRA board on June 16, 2008 for approval.

Eastside Gateway – Due to the original bids coming in over budget, staff is planning to re-bid the construction.  The design will remain identical to the design approved by the CRA, but the construction duration will be extended and a change will be made to the maintenance of traffic plan to help reduce costs.  Staff is also expanding the pool of potential bidders so that a range of prices can be obtained.
