2. Staff Report 
Staff gave a brief overview of the following items as presented on agenda. 
Streetscape Standards – This project is currently on-hold
Model Block D 418 NW 4th Avenue- The Closing of 418 NW 4th Ave was September 11, 2008. The final purchase price was $162,000. The home was sold to Ms. Katherine Davis.
A Quinn Jones Home-    The A. Quinn Jones Committee met to discuss the Feasibility Report provided by Jay Reeves & Associates Inc. The report included the building condition, accessibility, structural conditions, termite investigation, and structural remediation. The first draft for the nomination for the National Register will be submitted at the end of the month.

F.  OLD BUSINESS
1. Revision to the Model Block Policies
Staff presented to the Advisory Board, the findings of the Historic Preservation Board. CRA staff will also meet with Santa Fe officials on the findings of the Gainesville Historic Board, and how to proceed with the deconstruction of the Santa Fe houses.

G. NEW BUSINESS

Mom’s Kitchen
Mom’s Kitchen located at 1008 NW 5th Avenue in the Fifth Avenue / Pleasant Street Redevelopment Area is an established restaurant dating back to the 1940’s. Recently, the owner has decided to close this centerpiece of the community and has further engaged Rodney Long of Rodney Long Real Estate of Gainesville, Florida as its agent and broker.

This item was presented by Rodney Long to the Fifth Avenue Advisory Board for review and discussion. After the presentation the Board determined that they would like to discuss this further at its next regularly scheduled meeting.

 NW 5th Ave. Streetscape 600 – 1000 BLK
Staff gave a historic overview of the NW 5th Avenue streetscaping project in its entirety and where the CRA is in this portion of the project.
3. Strategic Planning  

Staff discussed the idea behind the strategic planning sessions. The strategic planning sessions will review past and current redevelopment activities within the redevelopment areas. These strategic planning sessions will focus on the current redevelopment activities and the redevelopment projects achieved. Staff would like to facilitate discussion with the FAPS advisory Board relating to the current and future projects. Based on these strategic planning sessions staff would develop a 3-year plan for redevelopment projects within the area. Staff has assembled information to assist in these discussions and at the next board meeting will review the process for the planning.    

4. Meeting Schedule
The Fifth Avenue Pleasant Street Redevelopment Advisory Board was meeting the 4th Tuesday, every other month at 6:15 p.m. at the Santa Fe Community College Downtown, Blount Center Boardroom. As meetings had been known to run from anywhere from one to two hours thereby resulting in an adjournment of business during the late evenings, staff determined that an earlier meeting time would better serve the board.  Staff is suggested that FAPS Board move its meeting to 5:30 p.m. allowing time for both Board and community members to attend the meetings and to remain until their culmination.

Staff also asked that the Board continue its schedule of bi-monthly meetings beginning FY 2009 year in November 2009.
